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Fault:  
 
The tensioning pulley fastening screw 
has snapped off.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Cause of fault: 
 
Because too low a tension was set 
and/or the contact surface with the 
engine was not correct, the pulley 
loosened slightly during operation, 
resulting in the screw being subjected 
to flexing stresses and then shearing. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Fault correction: 
 
When installing the tensioning pulley, 
ensure that the contact surfaces are 
correctly seated. Furthermore, the 
tension pointer position must be 
checked after turning the engine over 
several times. (Fig. 3)  
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
